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ENG AUDIO SETUP

AUDIO OUT

Highlight the AUDIO OUT option, and press the arrow buttons to choose the audio

output mode you prefer. Press ENTER to confirm:

There are 3 optional audio output modes: SPDIF / OFF, SPDIF / RAW and SPDIF /

PCM.

® SPDIF / OFF: Choose this setting to output analog signal, and there will be no
signal output from optical jack.

m SPDIF / RAW: Choose this setting if your DVD player is connected to a power
amplifier with an optical cable. When playing a disc recorded with Dolby Digital
and MPEG audio formats, the corresponding digital signals will be outputted
from the optical Output jack.

m SPDIF / PCM: Choose this setting if your DVD player is connected to a 2-channel
digital stereo amplifier. When playing a disc recorded with Dolby Digital and MPEG
audio formats, audio signals will be modulated into a 2-channel PCM signal,
and it will be outputted from the optical Output jack .

The digital setup options are illustrated below:

OP MODE

There are two output modes: one is LINE OUT; the other is RF REMOD.

LINE OUT: To carry out the linear compression function for input signal.
Choose it in the evenings for the sake of its low volume.

RF REMOD: Choose it during the daytime for the sake of its high volume.

Choose this setting to adjust the line out compressing ratio and get different effects.
If adjusting to FULL, the audio signal peak value will be compressed to be minimum;
